March 23

Reception of Kompanion MFC on the occasion
of attracting Dutch investors

IBC Executive Director Aktilek Tungatarov attended
a reception to celebrate the entry of Dutch investors
in the shareholding structure of the Kompanion
Financial Group MFC CJSC and an increase in
their share capital from 650.4 million soms to 1.616
billion soms. Social and innovation-oriented
international financial and credit institutions and
foundations from the Netherlands and Luxembourg
will be joining Kompanion as new shareholders.
Kompanion’s founder, an international non-
governmental organization for economic
development and aid MercyCorps will remain the
main shareholder with 65% of shares. According to
Kompanion’s Board Chairman Ulanbek
Termechikov, capital increase and attracting Dutch
investments in the financial sector of Kyrgyzstan is
one of important stages of the company’s
development.

March 25
Kyrgyz-Russian Forum

IBC members attended the Kyrgyz-Russian
business forum to discuss the prospects of
Kyrgyzstan’s development after its accession to the
Eurasian Economic Union. According to the forum
participants, it is necessary to pay special attention
to cooperation and development of industries in
Kyrgyzstan. After joining the EEU, Kyrgyzstan will
be granted the exclusive right to create a logistics
hub of Central Asia, representatives of the Russian
Chamber of Commerce said. This will be a good
opportunity to develop joint business with Russia.

Business discussed the problems of power
supply

IBC participated in a roundtable on the topic:
"Ensuring uninterrupted power supply of business
entities." The event was organized by the Ministry
of Energy and Industry, the Business Development
and Investment Council under the Government and
JIA Business Association. The meeting was
attended by representatives of business
associations and the energy sector. The
participants stressed that provision of uninterrupted
power supply of businesses, industries and new
construction projects should be a priority of the
Government. As a result, the roundtable
participants adopted a resolution.

March 26

CCIl Committee Meeting

IBC Lawyer Sultan Khalilov attended a meeting of
the Committee on Small and Medium sized
Enterprises in Kyrgyzstan, Chamber of Commerce
and Industry of the Kyrgyz Republic. Participants
discussed a draft law on the abolition of the sales
tax for certain categories of taxpayers, and the
change in the VAT rate. The draft law has been
proposed by a group of Jogorku Kenesh deputies.
The bill provides for an increase in the VAT rate to
14% over the next four years. The Committee
members opposed the bill in the proposed version
and decided to send a letter of appeal on this issue
to the Parliament and the Government. The
Committee also discussed the Private Sector
Development Program for 2015-2017 approved by
the Government. Experts of the GIZ Program on
promotion of sustainable economic development of
the Kyrgyz Republic presented the results of a
study of human capital development in the country.

Meeting with SIAR

IBC Executive Director Aktilek Tungatarov and
Elnura Ibrayeva, head of the Research &
Consulting SIAR Agency, discussed details of
social and market researches including the
development of tools and data analysis. They also
discussed the possibilty of IBC and SIAR
cooperation in conducting surveys of the investment
climate and business environment in Kyrgyzstan.

IBC Executive Director took part in a meeting of an
expert group to draft proposals for reforms in the
country's economic development. The group was
formed in association with Kyrgyz MPs and includes
leading experts of the Jogorku Kenesh Office, the
Economy Ministry, as well as representatives of
NGOs and private sector. The first results of their
activity are expected in the next few months.

IBC letters

During the past week, IBC sent letters to the
following state bodies:

March 23 — to the Ministry of Economy with
comments and proposals to the latest changes to
the Regulations on the Order of Using and Book
Keeping the Forms of Strict Accounting for VAT
introduced by the Ordinance of the Government #
608 of October 22, 2014;

March 24 — to the State Tax Service under the
Government requesting to specify the date when
the Law # 52 of March 10, 2015 enters into force
(introducing new excise tax rates for tobacco
products);

March 24 — to the Ministry of Economy requesting
to consider granting tax incentives to foreign
investors if increase in charter capital is done from
undistributed profits;

March 26 — to the Parliamentary Committee on
Social Policy requesting to specify the provisions of
the Law on State Guarantees and Compensations
for Persons Living and Working in High-Mountain
Regions and Remote Areas.
