According to SCIESU, over the past
year the industry produced goods for 205.265 billion
soms, and without companies developing the
Kumtor gold mine — for 108.31 billion soms. The
3.7% growth of industrial production was achieved
due to the 2.3-fold increase in the production of
metal ores, production of refined petroleum
products by 44.4%, food products by 16.7%, and
precious metals by 5%. However, the gap from
2015 levels was in the manufacture of clothing
(20% decrease) and textiles (12.6% decrease).

IBC has raised the issue about the necessity of
conduction of a deep research before taking such
as actions establishment of customs duties on the
import of precious metal concentrates or the export
ban on them.
