IBC and Prime Minister's Advisor discuss the
mining industry’s issues

IBC representatives and Adviser to the Prime
Minister of Kyrgyzstan Nursulu Akhmetova
exchanged views on the draft law on amendments
to the Law "On Customs Tariff of the Kyrgyz
Republic" providing for customs duties on the export
of precious metal ores and concentrates not less
than 25% of the customs value of the goods. The
business community and participants of the mining
business market ask the Government to consider
carefully the IBC arguments about possible
consequences in case of approval the bill. There is
a risk of reduction of business activity up to the
stoppage of production, IBC Executive Director
Askar Sydykov said. Nursulu Akhmetova promised
to inform PM Sooronbay Jeenbekov on this issue.

WG considers PPP institutional strengthening

At the first meeting of the working group on
strengthening the institution of public-private
partnership in Kyrgyzstan, the Economy Ministry
informed the WG members on measures to
strengthen the PPP.

Guidebook for investors in the mining industry
will be developed in Kyrgyzstan

Representatives of IBC and the PeaceNexus
Foundation discussed the Terms of Reference for
the development of a guidebook for investors in the
field of extractive industries. Earlier in 2017, the
State Committee for Industry, Energy and Subsoil
Use of the Kyrgyz Republic asked the PN to
develop and publish an investors’ guidebook for the
mining industry. To develop the guide, an advisory
committee comprising representatives of the State
Committee, International  Business  Council,
Investment and Export Promotion Agency under the
Economy Ministry, a local NGO, and the
PeaceNexus Foundation. The committee will play
an oversight role over the methodology design,
consultancy implementation and review the final
draft of the guidebook.

Active entrepreneur, effective state

The Economy Ministry jointly with the IFC project on
improving the investment climate in the Kyrgyz
Republic held a roundtable "An active entrepreneur,
an effective state". Representatives of the business
community, including IBC, were informed about the
latest changes in the procedure for conducting
inspections of business entities. The participants
got acquainted with the mechanism of feedback
with state bodies developed to promote the
dialogue of state bodies with entrepreneurs, and to
develop a understandable and transparent system
of handling appeals and effective use of human
resources of the state supervisory bodies of the
Kyrgyz Republic. The Proverka.kg portal provides
information on planned and unscheduled
inspections of legal entities and individual
entrepreneurs.
